The applications will be judged by a five-member Scholarship Committee. To help ensure fairness, names
will be blackened out on the judges’ copies of the applications. All legitimate scholarship applicants will be
first informed in May along with the media and their schools as to the selected scholarship award recipients.

CRITERIA

To be eligible to apply and compete for a scholarship, applicants must meet all of the following criteria:

1. Must be a legal resident of Macomb Township at the time of submitting the application;
2. Must currently be a graduating senior at the high school level;

3. Should have a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 or higher based upon a 4.0 scale; and

4. Cannot be an immediate or extended family member of a FofMT Board Director or Officer.

APPLICATION REVIEW FACTORS

In reviewing the scholarship applications, the Scholarship Committee will consider the following factors:

1. The applicant's academic record as evidenced by an official current transcript through the
first semester of your senior year.

The applicant's community service record,

The applicant's participation in extracurricular activities;

The applicant's work experiences;

Special awards or recognitions earned/achieved by the applicant;

Other scholarships received by the applicant;

The applicant's recommendation by letters from two references;

The effectiveness of an essay written by the applicant; and

Any extraordinary circumstances or difficulties the applicant faces.
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It is the applicant’s responsibility to make certain that all parts of the application have been received
by Mr. Cynowa, including the letters of reference and grade transcript, by March 15,
