Allergens Form

If your student has any food allergies, please have your physician fill out the
MDE Dietary Needs Form and return it to the food service office. MDE Special Diet Form.

1- You must fill out a physician signed MDE Special Needs Accommodation form and send it to the Food Service office. Without this, we
cannot make any accommodations. Please make sure to be specific with regards to the allergy (Example: all dairy or just fluid milk in-
tolerance, etc.)
2-Because allergies can change, you MUST fill out a new form EVERY YEAR.

3- You must indicate to your child's school which days and which menu item you would like at least 48 hours in advance. We will not
automatically have these available if we do not hear from parents in advance.

4-Avegetarian and nut free options are available every day, so please see the regular menu.

5-Juice or water are not acceptable substitutes per USDA guidelines. At this time, we have Kikkoman Soy milk as a substitute. You're
welcome to send in your own milk with your child if they don't like it.
