UCS Electronic Device Use Protocol for Statewide Testing: UCS ED USE Protocol for Statewide Testing 
 
 

Dear Parents/Guardians of Malow Jr. High School Seventh, Eighth and Ninth Graders, 

All seventh graders will take the M-STEP (Michigan Student Test of Educational Progress) assessment in the areas of English and 

mathematics. The M-STEP measures your student's growth and progress on the Michigan Academic Standards. Those standards are 

available at the following web site: www.Michigan.gov/academicstandards. 

Seventh grade students will be assessed on April 10, 2025, and April 15, 2025. The M-STEP will provide an accurate view of your 

child’s achievement levels and learning needs to help us identify areas where we can improve instruction. 

All eighth and ninth grade students enrolled in Michigan public schools will take the Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude Test (PSAT) 8/9 

state assessment this spring. The PSAT 8/9 is the first exam in the SAT suite of assessments and will help families and the school 

staff see where students are in their overall achievement. 

The PSAT 8/9 is comprised of two tests: reading and writing, and mathematics. It is important that our students do their best as the 

assessment will provide families with important information on academic progress. Eighth and ninth grade students will be assessed 

on April 9, 2025. 

In addition to the PSAT 8/9, eighth grade students will take the science and social studies M-STEP assessment. Eighth grade students 

will be assessed on April 10, 2025.

Non-School Issued Electronic Communications Devices (UCS Student Handbook) 

The personal use of non-school issued cell phones or other electronic communications devices (ECDs) by students is prohibited at any 
time while in school or in a district vehicle. Students may carry ECDs during the school day, but they cannot be displayed or used 
without permission from a teacher or administrator for educational purposes. Personal use of the device shall be limited to the time 
before and after the school day and only when students are outside the building. ECDs shall not be used during instructional time, 
lunch, passing time between classes or on any school bus without permission of a school official. 
 
During tests and assessments, cell phones/ECDs must be placed in lockers, backpacks, or another location away from students and their 
desks. Please see the UCS Student Handbook for ECD protocols during state testing.  If a student needs to place an emergency phone 
call during the day, they should request to go to the main office to use an office phone. If a parent needs to give a message to or speak 
with their child during the school day, they should call the main office.  If a student does not comply with the request to provide the 
staff member their cell phone for a violation, they could face consequences for insubordination/disrespect.  The use of an ECD’s picture-
taking or internet connection capability is not permitted without permission of a teacher or administrator. Utica Community Schools will 
not be responsible for the theft, loss or damage of any ECD. Appropriate disciplinary action will be taken against students who violate 
the policy regulating ECDs.

Third + Violation 
Cell phone/ECD will be taken to the office with first and last name of student. 
Malow office will contact the parent. 
Student picks up phone at the end of the day.

It is important to Malow counselors that ALL our students are successful.  For students who may be struggling, we first encourage 
communication between the parent and the classroom teacher.  If missing assignments are a problem, we encourage parents to try 
changing the question from, “Do you have homework tonight?” to “When will you complete your nightly study time?”  Even on rare 
nights when no homework is assigned, all students will benefit from spending a minimum of 20-30 minutes each night reading 
textbooks, reviewing vocabulary flashcards, preparing for upcoming quizzes/tests, etc.  If students don’t bring home books and 
materials for this study time, parents can assign reading from a book at home, etc.  Once students realize that their parents are serious 
about consistently enforcing a mandatory nightly study time on each school night (Sunday through Thursday), they will begin to bring 
home and complete their assignments.
