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Spring Testing — April 12, 2023

This is a reminder that ALL students will be testing on Wednesday, April 12, during 1, 2, and 3 hours.

e Testing will begin right away so students must be on time. Students should go to their lockers then right to their assigned testing
rooms upon arrival.
e  7th graders report to their assigned testing room in C Pod first hour to complete the M-STEP English test.
e 8th graders report to their assigned testing room in A Pod first hour to complete the PSAT 8/9 test.
e  9th graders report to either the Aux Gym or Main Gym first hour to take the PSAT 8/9 test.
o Main Gym: Students with last names A — Land
o  Aux Gym: Students with last names Lang—Z and Virtual Academy 9th graders.

e Room assignments are posted outside the Counseling Office, Main Office, and on both bulletin boards in the cafeteria. Students
must check the signs ahead of time, so you know where you are going on testing day.
e All students must leave backpacks, phones, and wearable technology in their locker. These items are not allowed in testing
rooms.
e All students MUST bring their student ID to the testing room with them.
e 8th and 9th graders must leave computers, earbuds/headphones/air pods, smart watches, backpacks, food/drink (except for
water), and any other personal items in their lockers during testing.
e 8th and 9th graders must bring a calculator (graphing calculators ARE allowed) and two sharpened #2 pencils (mechanical pencils
ARE NOT allowed) to testing.
e  7th graders must bring hardwired headphones, their charged laptop, and charging cord to testing. Students may also want to
bring a book or non-English related homework to work on if they finish before the end of the testing session.
e  After testing, all students will have lunch and attend 4, 5, and 6 hours.

Struggling Students

It is important to Malow counselors that ALL our students are successful. For students who may be struggling, we first encourage
communication between the parent and the classroom teacher. If missing assignments are a problem, we encourage parents to try
changing the question from, “Do you have homework tonight?” to “When will you complete your nightly study time?” Even on rare
nights when no homework is assigned, all students will benefit from spending a minimum of 20-30 minutes each night reading
textbooks, reviewing vocabulary flashcards, preparing for upcoming quizzes/tests, etc. If students don’t bring home books and
materials for this study time, parents can assign reading from a book at home, etc. Once students realize that their parents are serious
about consistently enforcing a mandatory nightly study time on each school night (Sunday through Thursday), they will begin to bring
home and complete their assignments.
